I devoted myself to the text, illustrations, editing, and photography. Fif-
teen copies were produced in the first edition in July 2025. 
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DIE TÖDLICHE DORIS: TOUR was developed in collaboration between 
Dr. An Paenhuysen, director of the Haus der Tödlichen Doris (founded 
in 2019), and Wolfgang Müller. It condenses the essence of Die Tödliche 
Doris into a wooden transport box – ready to be released and adapt to 
the formats and conditions of any exhibition space.
During the 2023 edition of the Transit Film Festival, the spirit of Die Töd-
liche Doris will begin its tour and seek its fi rst (temporary) home at the 
Leerer Beutel: In the cinema foyer of the Filmgalerie, the work of the 
avant-garde post-punk group will be made visible, audible, and tangible 
– through fi lms such as THE LIFE OF SID VICIOUS and MATERIAL FOR 
THE POST-WAR PERIOD, recordings of performances and concerts, 
photographs, paintings, and objects.

Under the artistic direction of Regensburg-based illustrator and visual 
artist Paula Lindinger (AdbK Nuremberg), and in collaboration with six 
other artists from Halle, Nuremberg, and Regensburg, an exhibition 
catalogue was created especially for the fi rst stop of the touring exhibi-
tion.

As part of an editorial seminar at the Academy of Fine Arts Nuremberg, 
the magazine Plus was conceived and produced. The thematic start-
ing point was determined by drawing lots – abstract terms like “Ray of 
Hope,” “Pull,” and “Plus” were available. I drew the latter – and took it 
as an invitation to open my eyes to the “more” in everyday life: to the 
fantastic, the supernatural, the playful.

Plus is a magazine for anyone who wants to add a supernatural plus to 
their life: a touch of magic, of in-between worlds, of the invisible behind 
the visible. A magazine for witches, fairies, muggles, and werewolves 
– somewhere between fiction and reality, humor and seriousness, pop 
and poetry.

All editorial content – from the texts to the concept and design – was 
created entirely by me. The photo series were integrated with kind per-
mission from the magazines Der Greif and It’s Nice That, and contextua-
lized with my own texts.

Each section 
of the magazine is structured as a dialogue format in which artistic and 
musical perspectives encounter one another. The focus lies on con-
trasts, tensions, and overlaps: music becomes visually legible, and art 
is placed in an acoustic context.
